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 Dear Parents, 
I want to remind you that you are welcome to come to my classroom any-
time to check your child’s folder or to ask me any questions about his or 
her progress in my class.  I will be more than happy to help you.  
This month the children will learn about the days of the week and the 
months of the year. They will also learn a new song about 
these two topics. We also will make a small project about El 
Dia de Pascua (Easter Day).

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Here is some info for you regarding dietary fat and toddlers. 
 
If you’re worried that your toddler is overweight or concerned that he might become obese at some time in the future 
(perhaps because obesity runs in your family), you might already be thinking about cutting down on the amount of die-
tary fat he consumes.  However, you should think again. 
According to the American Academy of Pediatrics, the bottom line is that in the first 2 years of life, you need to avoid 
placing any restrictions on the amount of fat that your child consumes.   
Your toddler actually needs fat in his diet to ensure proper growth and brain development, and those first few years of life 
are particularly crucial.  Dietary fat serves a number of other important functions as well, including providing energy and 
promoting wound healing.  It also helps your child absorb certain vitamins. 
How much fat is enough?  During his first 2 years, about half of his calories should come from fat.  Then after age 2 
years, you can modify his diet gradually until his dietary fat makes up about one third of his caloric intake. 

We have been having fun in Science!  We recently completed a unit on experiments that use things that can be found around the 
home, specifically baking soda and vinegar.  One experiment we did was to read a book about Oxygen and how it affects fire.  We 
used candles to demonstrate a way to extinguish a fire without using water by mixing vinegar and baking soda to create carbon 
dioxide.  The reaction of the mixture’s fumes “blew” out the fire.  Another experiment we did involved volcanoes:  the “erupting” 
of them.  Again, we used baking soda and vinegar.  Our volcanoes were a bowl with a baby food jar.  The bowl served to catch the 
eruption of the baking soda and vinegar from the baby food jar.  The kids particularly enjoyed watching their 
volcanoes erupt over and over…… 
We are currently learning about Simple Tools and Machines.  We have talked about the six categories that 
include 3 classes of lever, wheels and axle, inclined plane, pulley, wedge, and screw. We looked at pictures 
that fit these categories.  The children were able to use the flathead and Phillips screwdrivers to practice 
screwing and unscrewing those types of screw.  They also got to experience wearing goggles.  We will be ex-
ploring/experiencing other activities related to this subject.
