Orientation Information 

 

Our summer camp will be a fun and relaxed program full of exciting activities for 
the children.

 Anything Goes- Week 4 
 
Some important things to remember: 

- Classes run from 9am-2pm for all age groups. If you will be later than 
2:10, your child will be taken to Sherry Spencer – School Administrative 
Assistant. You will incur a late pick up fee. 

- You will need to send a snack and a lunch (labeled with your child’s 
name). These must be items that can be eaten as is (finger foods and room 
temperature). We are unable to heat children’s food. 

- Please make sure to sign your child in at drop off and out at pick up. Your 
teacher will have a sign in sheet near the door. 

- Please apply sunscreen to your child each morning if you are concerned 
about sun exposure. We cannot apply this at school. 

- If your child is 3 years or younger, you will need to bring a blanket and a 
crib size sheet or a nap roll for naptime. Remember to label all items. 

- Each child will need to bring a change of clothes everyday (just in case)- 
all items labeled. 

- Children should wear closed toe rubber soled shoes. (NO CROCS, BOOTS, 
JELLIES, or FLIP FLOPS will be allowed) 

- Children who are under 2 will have daily “Heart to Heart” sheets. Please 
fill this out each morning. It will be completed by the teacher and sent 
home each afternoon. This is our way of communicating your child’s 
eating, diapering, and sleeping routines for the day. 

- If your child is wearing diapers, please remember to provide enough 
diapers and wipes for each day. Wipes should be in a travel size container 
with the child’s name on it. 

- PLEASE make sure that your child’s bag only contains the items they need 
for school. We can not have other “diaper bag” items left in the bags while 
at school. (Such as: medicine, diaper cream, mother’s personal items, etc.)
